Did You Know?

You are more likely to need an organ than donate one.

An individual can donate multiple organs; i.e., heart,
lung, kidney, pancreas, liver, small bowel and cornea.
One person can donate up to 50 organs.

Individuals can make bone and tissue donations, such

as; skin, heart valves and tendons (skin grafts can help

people with severe burns).

Currently there are 87,271 individuals waiting for an
organ transplant in the United States.

There are more women than men who are living donors.
To date there have been 39,038 female living donors as
compared to 29,415 male donors in the United States.
Among the individuals on the waitlist for an organ
transplant, approximately 50% represent minorities.

At any given moment, more than 3,300 individuals are
searching the bone marrow registry. n
